TALK IT OVER  
 

Christianity is not launched by the Bible, but by the resurrection. There 
would be no Christianity or Church without the resurrection. Is that a new 
thought for you? When did Jesus being a personal God become real to 
you? How does it change your life and confidence? Paul’s point with 
these people is that God is not just another god with another altar. He 
came to replace all the gods and the altars. How do people today try to 
“add on” instead of replace? How do you witness “idol worship”? The 
missing piece in everyone’s life is a PERSON: Jesus. Why is it so easy to 
slip and turn that into knowledge, performance, rules, or something else, 
even after we know truth? The God of the Universe is a giver, not a taker. 
He doesn’t need anything. Discuss. God created us to seek Him. When 
did you realize that for yourself? Paul wasn’t talking about sin – he was 
talking about repenting – changing their minds. How is changing your 
mind actually the center of new life in Christ? What’s your Easter story?

Because Jesus is alive, I will 
live with great expectation. I will live and love in a way that these people 
will also be drawn to change their minds and have true life in Jesus.
