TALK IT OVER  
 

When was the last time you thought significantly about heaven? What prompted 

it? We think of heaven too little, and we think too little of heaven. Is that true of 

you? Our perspective on eternity impacts how we respond to the good gifts from 

God. How does thinking of heaven change an attitude of entitlement? Discuss the 

chasm between eternity’s two permanent ending places. How do you answer, 

“How could a good God send people to hell?” God did not create hell for people. 

Who did He create it for and why? No one deliberately chooses hell. How do 

people end up there? Discuss the rich man’s desire and solution for preventing 

his brothers from ending up in hell. People can see evidence and still reject  

God … Ultimately the issue is not whether or not God has spoken. The issue is 

whether we will listen … the problem is never lack of evidence; the problem is a 

resistant heart. Discuss. Eternity is coming. What do I need to do personally for 

myself? For others?
