TALK IT OVER  
 

Long ago, God spoke through the prophets in many ways. What are some of 
the ways you remember that God spoke to people before Jesus? What were 
some of the characteristics of that communication? Now God has spoken 
through His Son. Jesus doesn’t just speak the message; He IS the message. 
Explain and discuss. Think about His life and ministry as recorded in the 
gospels. How do you personally apply what you read there to your life, since 
His message is that we are to live and love like Him? Jesus reveals God 
personally. He is the perfect image of God. How does Jesus “explain and 
personalize” God to you? What do you know about God because of Jesus? 
Jesus illuminates reality fully. Our world is a confusing place with lies and 
falsehoods rampant. How does Jesus show you what is real? Jesus speaks 
with divine authority. When He is the ultimate authority (He said ALL 
authority has been given to Him in heaven and on earth), why do you think it 
is so easy to casually disregard what He has said? He declares the 
abundant life. How have you found this abundance and fullness of life in 
Christ? Who needs to hear your witness this Christmas?
